DO YOU KNOW WHAT TO DO IF YOUR FACTORY IS RAIDED?





KNOW THE FACTS





* To legally enter a factory, Immigration agents needs either a warrant, or the consent of 		someone with authority (usually the owner or manager)


* If the agent is asking even one worker about his or her immigration status, then the 		agent must ask all workers.


* Immigration agents can not harass you and should speak to you in your language


* Immigration agents must explain your rights to you.


* Refuse to sign any papers if you do not understand what you are signing.





YOUR RIGHTS





THE RIGHT TO REMAIN SILENT - Remember that you always have the right to remain silent.  Any  information you give can be used against you, so if you are unsure how to answer a question, it is best to exercise your right to remain silent.  The most important questions to not answer are ones that could prove you are deportable:


1. Where you were born


2. Where or How you entered the U.S.


3. Whether or not you have documents





THE RIGHT TO SPEAK WITH AN ATTORNEY - If you are arrested by the INS you have the right to speak to an attorney.  The INS agent should inform you of that right but it is important to remember to ask to speak with an attorney in case the agent does not advise you of that right.





THE RIGHT TO SPEAK WITH INS AGENTS IN YOUR OWN LANGUAGE - If you don't speak or understand English well, you have the right to be spoken to in your native language.  





THE RIGHT TO BE EXPLAINED THE FORMS - If the INS gives you forms to sign you have the right to have them fully explained to you before you sign.  It is very important not to sign any paper you do not completely understand.


 


THE RIGHT TO A HEARING - If you are arrested by the INS, you have the right to a hearing before an Immigration Judge.  Don't let any INS agent push you into signing a document agreeing to return to your country or for Avoluntary departure.  You have the right to a hearing to determine if you might have any remedies that would allow you to remain in the U.S. Thus, unless you clearly understand and accept the consequences of returning to your country, don't sign any papers agreeing to leave the U.S.  





IT IS VERY IMPORTANT TO REMEMBER THAT ANYTHING YOU SAY OR DO WITHOUT FIRST CONSULTING AN ATTORNEY MAY HAVE UNDESIRABLE CONSEQUENCES.  THUS, BEFORE YOU DO OR SAY ANYTHING WHICH MAY HURT YOUR CASE, BE SURE YOU UNDERSTAND WHAT IS GOING ON AND ALWAYS ASK TO SPEAK WITH AN ATTORNEY.
