UNITE! Voter registration planning sheet 

When will you have the voter registration drive?

· June is the month – start planning now, and target a few week period to do the registration.

· Identify and target your key shops!

What materials will you need?

· Work with your state Board of Elections to get the voter registration forms. In most

cases, you can download them from the internet and photocopy them. 

· Have copies of issues flyers, pens, clipboards or tables.

· What will you use to reward those that sign up? Consider maybe a pin or t-shirt.

How many members will you register?
· Set realistic goals for your drive: How many members can you register in each shop? 

How many volunteers will you need to recruit to help with the drive?

· Begin recruiting volunteers now.  Get firm commitments from those willing to help.

· Think about about many volunteers you will need for each shop, from each shift. 

· Meet with your volunteers to review issue flyers and communication with members.    

· Prepare and go over application and answer any questions volunteers may have. 

· Based on you targets, figure out how many days you will need to register voters. 

What will you do to educate members before the drive?

· Distribute or post issue flyers about why registering to vote matters.

· Get out the word among members about the drive (day, time, place).

· Prepare brief rap that volunteers can use about the importance of registering to vote.  

Where & when can you register members?

· Cafeteria, during lunch or smoke breaks.

· Outside the shop at shift changes.

· At affiliate activities (local/shop meetings, health fair, demonstrations, parades). 

· Encourage members to fill out the forms right way, and collect them all to deliver to the Board of Elections. Don’t encourage members to take the forms – they might forget to fill them out and mail them in. 

Follow Up

· Collect all filled out forms, photocopy for your records, and send to the local Board of Elections.

· Reward volunteers and new voters with recognition.

· Send a tally to the Political Department.

· Get all registered voters to the polls on Election Day!
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
